To get to this stage in the 
competition was tough - It all 
started with photoshoots car-
ried out in Jakata’s studio back 
in February, which involved 
weeks of pre-planning by the 
artistic team. Images for all 
three categories were sub-
mitted to the competition. 
The Jakata hair team were 
picked for a place in each 
category at the regional 
finals - selected from 
thousands of other en-
tries. The team travelled 
to London where they 
recreated their looks. 
Two out of the three 
looks were selected 
to win a place in 
the national final’s 
‘Style Innovator’ 

and ‘Male Expert’ categories. 

The national final was part of the 
Redken Tribe event held on the 12th 
of September at the Brixton acade-
my, a huge hairdressing and fashion 
show held annually. The look had to 
once again be recreated - this time 
competing against all the regional 
winners.
Izzy said “We never expected to get 
a place in the final, the standards of 
the competition were so high, I have 
never been so nervous in my life.” 
The winners were announced - Jaka-
ta won their category outright. 
Natalie said “I was so shocked that 
we won. I was convinced we got it 
wrong during the judging process”

Adam Carter, salon owner said “It’s 
another amazing achievement for 
the team, everyone put so much 
time and effort in, it makes it all 
worthwhile”.

Izzy and Nat now look forward to a 
whole host of prizes including hair 
photoshoots, media/press coverage, 
plus an all expenses paid trip to New 
York.
